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JONNY LIVES! TO PERFORM ON TWO CMJ SHOWCASES IN NYC 
JONNY LIVES! WILL PERFORM THE MOUNTAIN DEW SHOWCASE ON 11/1 & REVERBNATION.com  SHOWCASE ON 11/2

(New York, NY – October 18, 2006) – New York City Alternative rockers Jonny Lives!, who are coming off a 20 show tour across the United States, will perform twice at this year’s upcoming CMJ Festival in NYC.  The band’s first CMJ gig (only open to those who have badges) is part of Mountain Dew’s “Dew Music Circuit” on November 1st at Noon in Lincoln Center (Avery Fisher Hall/Main Foyer).  On November 2nd, Jonny Lives1 will perform at Crash Mansion (10pm) for Reverbnation.com’s CMJ showcase (free show).

Jonny Dubowsky from Jonny Lives! said, “We've just driven 6500 miles touring colleges across the country with Everclear and Big City Rock.  I'm looking forward to our NYC homecoming in early Nov for the CMJ music marathon.  I grew up listening to college radio and sneaking out to NYC to try my best to get into CMJ shows every Nov.  CMJ is a rare opportunity wherein bands from around the world take over lower NYC and Jonny Lives! is really excited to be a part of the party.  We'll bring the whiskey, if you bring the shot glasses.”

Joe Ieremia from FreedomZone (company putting together Mountain Dew’s CMJ showcase) commented, “We reached out to Jonny Lives! for our CMJ day stage performances with Mountain Dew because we recognize the band is self-invented, hard-working and stated plainly, ‘their music ROCKS!,’ and we want to support that.”
“When putting together the CMJ Showcase, we were looking for artists and organizations with whom we could work effectively to help launch our company. Jonny Lives! was a perfect match. They have infectious songs, credibility and a very strong label/mgm/agency team working to support the music and execute the marketing.  We're thrilled to be working with them,” said Scott Egbert (VP Artist Relations – ReverbNation)
Before heading out on tour, Jonny Lives! filmed a music video for their party anthem “Get Steady” in conjunction with the track being featured in National Lampoon’s Van Wilder: The Rise Of Taj film, original motion picture soundtrack and film trailer.  The video, co –directed by the film’s director, Mort Nathan and star Kal Penn (Van Wilder, Harold & Kumar Go To White Castle,) is a "Hot For Teacher" meets "Good Mornin' Little Schoolgirl" visual-mash-up-gone-wild.

“Get Steady” was recently featured in Mtv’s The Real World/Road Rules challenge and will be featured in the first episode of the new Real World Series, which launches on 11/5 at 10pm.  The song is a glossy and gritty party rocker that is the lovechild of a crazy 48 hours in the UK that included a run of shows with the Kaiser Chiefs, a stop at the NME Music Awards, a bottle of tequila with Dave Grohl, cigars with the Kings of Leon, and a wrestling match with UK DJ femmes the Queens of Noize. The weekend’s insanity filtered back to NYC where a sleazy guitar riff hit frontman Jonny Dubowsky like a ton of bricks – all he could do while enjoying another booze-soaked night was grab a pen. On a napkin at Niagra – a favorite Lower East Side hang – Jonny jotted down the anthem that would become the band’s calling card and is set to become a weekend party anthem.

ABOUT JONNY LIVES!:

Jonny Lives! debut album will be released in March 2007.  The band is currently touring behind a 5-song ep titled “Get Steady” which is available through their website.  The EP features cameos from Nick Valensi (The Strokes), Sammy James Jr. (The Mooney Suzuki), and Jody Porter (Fountains of Wayne).   The band’s 60’s Brit-Pop-meets-Lower East Side-rock is as inspired by the highbrow art scene as it is the LES pick-up scene.  THE VILLAGE VOICE called Jonny Lives! “downtown bar punks” and describes them as “post-Radiohead pop/rock with teaming guitars and airy vocals, you owe it to yourself to see them.” CMJ NEW MUSIC REPORT says Jonny Dubowsky “sneaks into hip lower east side parties, slings a slashing guitar, and ruminates on girls and gutter worries. Swooshing anthems like “Love Conspiracy” and acoustic pretties like “Lost My Mind” bring the Strokes’ Bowery basics back around from irony to sincerity, with clear hooks and Dubowsky claiming, “Fools like us could live like kings,”…UK rock journal N.M.E. MAGAZINE says they’re “pant-droppingly brilliant.” JIM FARBER, MUSIC CRITIC FOR THE NEW YORK DAILY NEWS, says “bands that put exclamation points in their names better have some zip to back it up…Luckily, Jonny Lives! does.”

Founded by Allen Kovac, CEO of 10th Street Entertainment, a leading music marketing and management company, Eleven Seven Music was developed in association with ADA, a Warner Music Group company, as an incubator label to develop bands for potential “upstreaming” to the WMG family.
