Environmental Tour & School Lecture Series Created by Frontman Inspires Fly-Away Contest To Green Apple Music & Art Festival on Earth Day 

Performance on Late Night with Conan O’Brien (2/21) & upcoming CBS Saturday Early Show (3/3) Lead to Release of GET STEADY on March 6, 2007  

New York, NY – Fresh from a television appearance on Late Night with Conan O’Brien and upcoming appearance this Saturday on the CBS Saturday Early Show, Jonny Lives! will embark on their own environmentally conscious club tour throughout April and May with supporting acts Bangkok Five and Daredevil Jane. The Rock ‘n Renew Tour takes its name from the environmental lecture series developed by Jonny Lives! frontman Jonny D. Each night, the band will rock cities through the U.S. in support of their debut album, GET STEADY, but each day the rocker brings cool messages on renewable energy and conservation into junior high, high school classrooms and college classrooms.   Additionally, local environmental groups in each tour market will be encouraged to have tables at the shows to help raise awareness about their local environmental initiatives.

To drive Rock ‘n Renew’s message, the campaign has launched a flyaway contest for fans to compete via YouTube video submissions to win a trip to New York City to see Jonny Lives! at the Green Apple Music & Art Festival on Earth Day – April 21-22, 2007. Fans will create a five-minute video demonstrating the 10 steps outlined on the Rock ‘n Renew website http://www.rocknrenew.com/videoquilt/, then upload it to the Rock N Renew YouTube group – http://youtube.com/group/rocknrenew

The Rock ‘n Renew concept began when Jonny D, in preparation for their recent tour with Everclear, recognized the efficiency of bio-diesel vehicles as a green and economic transportation option. The one-time NYU philosophy major put in hours of research time and outreach – the result was the Rock ‘n Renew lecture series and curriculum that Jonny has already brought to schools in New York City and will continue to present in towns while on tour. The build-up for Jonny Lives! has been felt online, in print, on TV and radio – the band is considered “one to watch.” When their single, “Get Steady” was featured as the lead cut on the Van Wilder Rise Of Taj soundtrack, the video landed on MTVu and MTV2, and the band hit the road with Everclear on the Van Wilder Rock Tour. Their single, “Get Steady” is a blaring hallelujah to the weekend and, according to Spin.com, the album is “full of high-tension, electric exhilaration; all-night party songs offset with the occasional moment of acoustic tranquility.”  

Jonny Lives! has toured the UK playing with Sonic Youth, Patti Smith, and The Kaiser Chiefs. Spin.com applauds “combining raunchy guitars with catchy pop hooks, the band's debut album, Get Steady, plays like a soundtrack for the city.” THE VILLAGE VOICE called them “downtown bar punks” and describes them as “post-Radiohead pop/rock with teaming guitars and airy vocals, you owe it to yourself to see them.” CMJ NEW MUSIC REPORT says Dubowsky “sneaks into hip lower east side parties, slings a slashing guitar, and ruminates on girls and gutter worries. Swooshing anthems like “Love Conspiracy” and acoustic pretties like “Lost My Mind” bring the Strokes’ Bowery basics back around from irony to sincerity, with clear hooks and Dubowsky claiming, “Fools like us could live like kings,”…UK rock journal N.M.E. MAGAZINE says they’re “pant-droppingly brilliant.” JIM FARBER of THE NEW YORK DAILY NEWS, says “bands that put exclamation points in their names better have some zip to back it up…Luckily, Jonny Lives! does.”

Founded by Allen Kovac, CEO of 10th Street Entertainment, a leading music marketing and management company, Eleven Seven Music was developed in association with ADA, a Warner Music Group company, as an incubator label to develop bands for potential “up streaming” to the WMG family.  Artists also include Buckcherry, Everclear, Drowning Pool, Marion Raven, The Exies and Jonny Lives! The label’s inaugural release (Buckcherry’s new album 15) features the smash hit single “Crazy Bitch” which has earned a Grammy nomination from the National Academy of Recording Arts & Sciences® in the category of Best Hard Rock Performance.  The lead single from the gold certified release, 15 (Eleven Seven Music/Atlantic Records), “Crazy Bitch” is currently the most played song at Rock radio along with The Red Hot Chili Peppers, “Dani California.”  15 is the band’s first studio album in four years released in the U.S. in April 2006 with a debut at #2 on the Independent Album Chart.
